Bending the Rule is a collection of works by Allen Guilmette that the artist describes as minimalist “reconstructions” founded in systems and order.  Guilmette’s work lends a new window into the appreciation of minimalism that emerged in the 1960’s.  According to curator D. Scott Atkinson, Bending the Rule is linked to West Coast Minimalism, formally and conceptually akin to works by Larry Bell, Robert Irwin and John McCracken.

Guilmette challenges the fundamental principles of the Golden Rule of Scaling by imposing new rules. A series of 24 drawings on paper, cast on resin highlight this show and explore man’s ability to comprehend visual and mathematical or situational perceptions. Each work is a progression of its neighbor, deviating further from the Rule, to create complex linear schemas that transcend rational thought.  Visually, each panel hovers in space, suspended in monofilament line, stretched taut between floor and ceiling forming a sculptural footprint. A catalog accompanies the exhibition with essay by curator D. Scott Atkinson.
Allen Guilmette graduated with a BFA from Hartford Art School at the University of Hartford. The Hartford Art School is noted as being an incubator for the leaders of minimal and conceptual art often visited by the likes of Carl Andre, Steve Reich and Vito Acconci. Guilmette was an understudy of Jim McWilliams, a luminary in the Fluxus movement. He now resides in San Diego where he is an active participant of InSite, a bi-national exhibition exploring cultural contrast between Mexico and the United States.
