Marion Gray has been
active in the vital Bay Area scene since the 1970’s.
Over the last 30 years, she has created an expansive
archive, always extending the possibilities of visual
documentation. Gray’s work captures emblematic
social gestures through the juxtaposition of time and
body language. She is credited for transforming the
documentation of performance to an art form.

The photographs in the exhibition were taken during
Isamu Noguchi’s exhibition "Noguchi’s Imaginary
Landscapes” at the San Francisco Museum of Modern
Art in the summer of 1979(War Memorial location).
They consist of three large archival pigment prints



entitled "Noguchi Triptych” taken during a
performance by the Haru Pin-Ha Dance Company
and composite photographs of a dance by Eiko and
Komo (Kei Takei’s Earth Dance Company).

Gray has taken her work from the West Coast to
New York and Europe covering many artists including
Christo and Jeanne-Claude, Merideth Monk and Ann
Hamilton, Alison Knowles, Charlotte Moorman,
Joseph Beuys, Rinde Eckert, and Nam June Paik, to
name a few. She completed her studies at the
University of California, Berkeley studying with Peter
Selz, Jim Melchert, Peter Voulkos and Joan Brown.
Gray lives and works in San Francisco, CA.
