Lucia Zegada in her first solo exhibition in San Francisco. Zegada’s work investigates the frontier between dream and reality. 

The show takes the viewer on a powerful and sometimes eerie journey -- from portraits to interiors-- in France, Hungary and the U.S.  Lucia Zegada captures the fugitive and yet intimate reality of the everyday familiar scenes, which through her lens take an unusual turn, transformed into a dreamlike reality. Zegada explains her work: “At the heart of my artistic process is the desire to eternalize fugitive moments, create an imaginary and give a dreamlike dimension to reality. Out of time, out of frame, Zegada’s multitude of dream lives composes a mosaic more emotional than documentary. Her poetic images reveal a very strong vision rare in such a young talent. 

Prior to San Francisco, Lucia Zegada has exhibited in Paris at Le Carrousel du Louvre, Le Grand Palais, Wanted Gallery Paris, The Hungarian Institute and The Paris City Hall; in Los Angeles at Farmani Gallery; in Mexico City at Hanz Meyer Museum, in Palm Springs at the Palm Springs Photo Festival and in Berlin at Designtransfer Gallery. Her photography career has also included assignments from prestigious publications, among them, The New York Times, GQ, Condé Nast Traveler, Le Monde, and Time Magazine. 

Lucia Zegada obtained her BA in art history and photography at the Sorbonne University and a Masters in Photography at the Arts Décoratif of Paris (ENSAD). She lives and works in San Francisco and in Europe.
